i) Ministry Updates    
 

Transportation Supports for Children and Youth in Care 
 
The Ministry of Education has provided an “application-based program to provincially-
funded district school boards to support school stability for children and youth in care.  
This (funding) allows students in care to temporarily remain in their home schools when 
they experience a residence change that typically require them to switch schools during 
the school year.  Transportation to the home school is provided when it is in the student’s 
best interest until a more natural transition time (e.g., end of the semester or school 
year).” (Call for Applications-Transportation Supports for Children and Youth in Care, 2019-
2020, Ministry of Education). 

 
Limestone District School Board and Family and Children’s Services of Frontenac Lennox 
and Addington (FACSFLA) will work collaboratively on an application submission for the 
2019-2020 school year.  Last year this funding supported eight students in care to remain 
in their home school until a natural transition time occurred.            
 

ii) SEAC Goal Setting 
 
The Limestone District School Board SEAC engaged in a goal setting process over the 2014-
2015 school year. This process resulted in a framework which identified three goals:  

• Advocacy as Capacity Building;  
• Student Focus-Student Achievement and; 
• Parent and Community Engagement.  

 
These goals require review as SEAC embarks on a four-year term. SEAC members are 
reminded to come to the meeting with suggested goals that will be shared with others to 
determine areas of focus for the 2019- 2022 term.
